How big is a C Battery?

These batteries measure precisely 50 mm (1.97 inches) in length and 26.2
mm (1.03 inches) in diameter. This standardized size has remained consistent

since the 1920s, making C batteries a reliable power source for medium-drain
devices that require more capacity than smaller batteries can provide.
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How long do C batteries last?
In a typical flashlight drawing 500mA, an alkaline C battery lasts 8-10 hours.

For high-drain devices like motorized toys, expect 4-6 hours of continuous use.
Rechargeable NiMH versions typically provide 3-5 hours per charge.
