Do all electrical devices in Denmark have a standard F Schuko plug?

Ever since that moment, almost all electrical devices in Denmark (white
goods, microwave ovens, kettles, coffee makers, etc.) have been supplied with
a standard European type F Schuko plug. 

Which plugs are compatible with Danish Type K sockets?

Denmark has standardized on type K sockets and plugs. Type C plugs can also
safely be used thanks to their compatibility with type K sockets. Standard
European type F plugs, however, pose a problem. Although type F plugs come
with 99.9% of all earthed appliances sold in Denmark, they are actually not
fully compatible with Danish type K sockets.
