How much does it cost to install a solar energy system?

In general, it should cost between sixty and a hundred thousand shekels to
install a solar energy system on a residential home, depending on a number of
variables, the main one being the size of the system. In order for the project
to be cost-effective, it is recommended to set up solar panels in an area of at
least 50 square meters.
